Pembroke Police Seized A Street Value Of Approximately $90 000.00 Worth of 
Marihuana In Warrant Execution. 
On January 15, 2010 members of the Pembroke Police Service’s Criminal Investigation 
Branch with the assistance of the Upper Ottawa Valley O.P.P executed a Criminal Code 
Search Warrant of a motor home on a lot located at the end of Cathmae Road off of 
White Water Road just outside of the City of Pembroke.  Officers seized approximately 
9000 grams of marihuana which has an estimated street value of about $90 000.00. Police 
also seized 4 garbage bags of marihuana leaves and stems also known as “shake”, an 
unlawfully kept .22 calibre rifle, an unlawfully kept 12 gage shot gun, ammunition and 
approximately $2100.00 in cash. The Pembroke Police Service is still investigating the 
incident and no persons have been charged at this time.

As a result of the police investigation into the criminal code search warrant executed 
on Friday January 15, 2010, Pembroke Police have arrested and charged 56 year 
old Joseph Souliere of Deep River with possession of a controlled substance, 
possession of a controlled substance for the purpose of trafficking, possession of 
property obtained by crime, possession of non-registered firearms, possession of 
firearms without a licence, and storing firearms in a careless manner. Souliere was 
held in custody for a bail hearing. 
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
